1.0 The District’s Community Services policy is based on the following standards against 

which the Board of Trustees will measure specific requests: 
 

1.1 Community services may be established and maintained in civic, vocational, 
literacy, health, family and consumer sciences, technical, and general education, 
including, but not limited to, courses in the fields of visual and performing arts, 
handicraft, science, literature, nature study, aquatic sports, and athletics. 
 
Offerings are designed to provide instruction and to contribute to the physical, 
mental, moral, economic, or civic development of the individuals or groups enrolled 
in them. 

 
 1.2 Community services offerings shall be open for the admission of adults and of 

those minors who may benefit from them, in the judgment of the Board of Trustees.  
 
 1.3 Community services offerings and activities are integral components of the 

educational programs of North Orange Continuing Education. Community services 
offerings and activities may also be offered by the colleges.   

 
 1.4 Cooperative agreements with a wide range of civic, cultural, educational, 

recreational, and commercial sources within the District and the surrounding areas 
are encouraged.   
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
